WHEREAS, aided by Shelley Davis’ leadership and tenacity, Lideres Campesinas began to plant some
seeds to organize and empower the farmworker community, and farmworker women in particular, in
the states of Washington, Arizona, Texas, Florida and some Mexican border regions.

WHEREAS, Lideres Campesinas could always count on Shelley, not only to train, educate and
enhance the leadership skills of farmworker women, but also to motivate them as a role model, a hero
and a leader.

WHEREAS, we recognize that due to Shelley’s dedicated and sincere efforts, thousands of farmworker
women and our families have learned about our rights and options available to us. We have learned the
importance of preventive healthcare and the importance of standing up for ourselves and our families.
We recognize that thousands of farmworker women and their families are honoring Shelley by taking
action and spreading the word about access to preventive healthcare, and working to ensure justice and
human rights for farmworkers.



WHEREAS, Shelley always believed in Lideres Campesinas — in our potential and in our cause -- and
worked together with us to ensure that our human rights were respected. Through her kindness,
friendship and leadership, she created opportunities for us and helped us to envision a future through a
wider lens.
