Vote on S.A. 4084 to S. 2611
On May 24, a motion was filed to "table" (essentially, kill) Sen. Saxby Chambliss's proposed amendment number 4084 to the AgJOBS earned legalization provisions of the Senate comprehensive immigration bill, S. 2611 (AgJOBS is found in secs. 611-619).   Chambliss claimed it was an effort to reform AgJOBS but he admitted that he opposed the AgJOBS earned legalization program and the Senate vote was largely a referendum on that question.  A "yea" vote was a vote in favor of tabling (killing) Chambliss's amendment.  The vote on May 24 was 62 against Chambliss (yea votes) and 35 nays for Chambliss.  There were 21 Republicans who voted against Chambliss (i.e., in favor of the motion to table), joining 40 Democrats and 1 Independent.
